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During a Stroke Play event, Greg and Andrew drive from the tee and ine two
balls come 1o rest within inches of each ofher. Greg has the honour but his
fellow-competitor's ball interferes with the area of his intended swing; so he asks
Andrew to lft nis ball — which he does, after marking its position. A question then
arises whether this procedure is within the Rules. The players decide fo get a
ruling from & member of the Committee. Greg also marks and lifts his ball and
the following group plays through while the players discontinue play to await a
decision. Which of the players incurs a penalty for marking and lifing his ball?

SOLUTION:

Greg incurs a one-stroke penalty because a player may lift his ball when he
discontinues play only if:

1) The Comiitee has suspended play

2) There is a good reason to lft it or

3) He is proceeding under another Rule that entities him to lf his ball.

In this case, the Committee has not suspended play and Greg was not
proceeding Under another applicable Rule. So the question that must be
resolved is whether thera was "a good reason" for him to it his ball. Since Greg
did not leave the area where his ball was located and it was not probable that his
ball might be moved or stolen, the ruling will be that he did not have a good
reason to lift his ball [Rule 6-8c, Rule 6-8a(ii) and Decision 6-8c/1]. Greg may
clean his ball and when play resumes he must replace his ball [Rule 6-8d(7)]
Andrew, on the other hand, is not penalized for marking and lifting his ball as he
was proceeding under Rule 22: Ball Assisting or Inferfering with Play.
Andrew is not allowed to clean his ball and when play resumes he must
replace his ball on the spot from which it was lifted (Rule 21c and Rule 22-2).
