Golf Etiquette

THE GREEN-The green surface is likely 

the most etiquette sensitive  
area on the golf course.   There are a few 

practices that the average  
golfer must be aware of in order to maintain the 

respect courtesy of  
fellow players.
1.  Always wait for all golfers to 

hit their balls onto the green  
before removing the flag stick unless 

requested by player for it to be  
removed.
2.  Remove and replace the 

flag stick carefully so as not to damage  
the hole's edges.
3.  Place the 

flag gently on the ground and preferably on the fringe  
as not to damage the 

green surface.
4.  Do not use a putter or any other club to remove the ball 

from the  
hole.  It could damage the edges of the hole.
5.  If a player 

requests the flag to be tended while putting, hold the  
flag and the stick 

straight and do not allow the flag to blow in the  
wind.  Also while holding 

the flag stick, make sure your shadow does  
not cover the hole or fall 

across the target line of the upcoming putt.
6.  It is imperative that  every 

golfer notes the location of every  
golf ball on the green in order to make 

sure that she does not walk on  
an area of grass that a fellow golfer will 

be putting their next putt.
7.  Do not step or jump over the line which a 

ball might be traveling.
8.  A quiet environment is appreciated while 

putting.

WALKERS
1.  Please be aware that when walking with your bag, 

the rattling of  
the clubs can be extremely distracting.
2.  Pace of play 

is important, but walking ahead of fellow players who  
haven't yet hit their 

shot can also be very distracting.
3.  When in a foursome where there is a 

single player driving a cart  
and the carts are not allowed on a particular 

hole, please help that  
player move the cart, if needed, to complete the 

hole.
