Golf Etiquette-#2 -SPEED OF PLAY 

 As we often take a look at other golfers on the course and notice the 

things they do to slow down play, so should we take a look at ourselves.  When 

we do take an honest look at ourselves, we often discover we're doing some of 

the same things to slow down play that we're complaining about others 

doing. 
1.  It is the 

group's responsibility to keep up wit the group in front of them.
   2.  A 

golfer should always be ready to play their shot when it is deemed to be her 

turn.
3.  Always 

move to your ball as soon as possible, without disrupting or getting in the way 

of another golfer.  You  should be thinking about club selection, target, wind 

conditions and so 

forth while waiting for others to hit.
4. When 2 

players are riding in a cart, drive to the first ball and drop off the first 

player with her choice of clubs.  The second player should proceed in the cart 

to her ball.   After 

 the first player hits her stroke, she should begin walking toward the cart as 

the second golfer is playing.
5.  If you 

are unsure whether your ball has come to rest "out of bounds", or may be "lost", immediately hit a "provisional"  so that you won't have to return to the spot 

to replay the 

shot.
6.  Never 

delay making a stroke because you're having a conversation with a playing 

partner.  Put the conversation on hold, make your stroke, then pick up the conversation 

again.  
7.  When 

playing on or near the green, you should leave your bag or cart in such a 

position as will enable quick movement off the green and towards the next 

tee.
8.  Begin 

reading the green and line up your putt as soon as you reach the green.  Don't 

wait until it is your turn to putt to start the process of reading the 

green.
9.  When the 

hole is completed, players should immediately leave the putting green.  Fill out 

the scorecard on the next tee box.
10. On a 

cart-path-only day, take more 

than one club with you when you walk from the cart to your ball.   Getting to 

the ball only to find out you do not have the right club is a huge 

time-waster.
11. Although 

the rules state that a golfer has five minutes to search for a lost ball one 

should never take this much time if not playing in a serious tournament 

situation.  Upon hitting a ball into a questionable location, 

first take note of its location (identifying a tree, rock or landmark), then 

take 2 minutes to search for that ball after arriving in the general location where it 

landed.
12. If you 

hit your ball into a water hazard, choose one of the options for a water hazard. 

 Then, after you have played you shot and it is no longer your turn,  you may 

then retrieve your 

ball from the hazard.
