Our golf course has recently received a lot of rain which typically allows us to play under conditions of lift, clean and place.  This is addressed in Rules of Golf under Appendix I – Local Rules:  Conditions of the Competition.  Specifically, it is defined in Part A of the Local Rules in Item 4-b: 

 

        “Preferred Lies” and Winter Rules”

        Adverse conditions, including the poor condition of the course or the existence of mud, are sometimes so general, particularly during winter months, that the Committee  

        may decide to grant relief by temporary Local Rule either to protect the course or to promote fair and pleasant play.  The Local Rules should be withdrawn as soon as                  the conditions warrant.     

 

When this Local Rule is in place, you are still required to play in accordance with Rule 20-1 Lifting and Marking:

 

        The position of the ball must be marked before it is lifted under a Rule that requires it to be replaced.  If it is not marked, the player incurs a penalty of one stroke and

        the ball must be replaced.

The Symetra Tour is known as “The Road to the LPGA” and

top money winners on this tour can obtain their LPGA card. The players, aged 28 & 29, are both far away from home and really appreciated the chance to stay with a family and have home cooked meals while on the road (ask about Lori’s turkey chili).  Caroline Westrup, a native of Ahus, Sweden, was a stand out collegiate golfer at Florida State where she was known as the greatest golfer in school history.  She led her Seminoles to the NCAA tournament all four years she played there.  Melissa Eaton, from Port Shepstone, South Africa, is a graduate of LSU where she posted 10 top-ten wins in collegiate competition and was named “Louisiana Sportswoman of the Year” 2005-07. Jim had a blast caddying for Melissa and they ended the tournament in a tie for 27th with a +3.  The prize money was $811. Caroline shot a +7 and picked up $279.  First prize was $15,000. 
I asked the girls for some advice for amateur women golfers and here are their answers:

 
Caroline- “Go your own way and don’t let anyone tell you otherwise.  Keep dreaming and work hard.  Carpe Diem.”

   
Melissa-“ Don’t take advice/lessons from your husband/boyfriend ONLY unless they are VERY good golfers/PGA/PGA professionals.  You will most likely only create poor habits from being taught unnecessary or incorrect things!  Try to get a couple of lessons from a PGA/LPGA professional first to install great fundamentals and habits from the start!  Lastly, don’t be afraid to HIT the BALL Hard and TAKE a DIVOT!!!! Women tend to try to help the ball into the air; instead try to hit down on the ball to compress it and take a divot after the ball:) “

Caroline and Melissa didn’t have time on this trip to play Marbella but they did walk a few holes and hope to return to play.  Caroline told me that our course reminds her of golfing in Spain (hilly).  Hopefully we will see a lot more of these two charming and talented young women.
