FEBRUARY NEWSLETTER
 

For those of you who were not in attendance at our General Meeting this month, the Ladies had an opportunity to hear from Ted Axe, Regional Director for American Golf and Gary Rogers, interim manager. Ted gave us an update as to the status of the search for a General Manager as well as a chef. They both reiterated American Golf’s commitment to Marbella. Ted shared with us American Golf’s goal of making Marbella a PREMIER COUNTRY CLUB and assured us that every effort will be made to reach that goal.  He also mentioned that there would be some immediate repairs made in the Clubhouse. The sagging chairs in the dining room have already been repaired. The Men’s Locker room will get new chairs, and the fountain in the front of the Club will be repaired. In addition the need to refurbish the Ladies’ Locker Room was addressed.  Vince Zellefrow, our greens superintendent, was also available to update us on the condition of the golf course. Vince indicated that we are making progress and will certainly see a difference in the turf this year as compared to last year.

As your Chairman, my goal is that any major changes to our Ladies’ Club Standing Rules will be brought to the attention of the entire membership even though the final decision to change a Standing Rule based on our Bylaws, is left to the Board. 

The 2013 LCOM Board is committed to making our group more inclusive and less restrictive. One of the areas that we looked at was the possible merger of our nine and eighteen hole groups and the integration of new members.  We have had much discussion regarding this issue and it is our belief that combining the two groups into one will encourage more participation, increase camaraderie, promote more friendships, and make our Ladies’ Club even stronger. For example, as it stands now, a nine hole member is restricted from playing on Thursdays in our eighteen hole playday yet an eighteen holer can play on Tuesdays during the nine hole times as long as they wait 48 hours in advance before obtaining a nine hole tee time.

This issue was discussed at the last two General Meetings and I feel that it is important to provide those who were not in attendance, with a synopsis of our discussions explaining our decision

The purpose of the Ladies’ Club as stated in our Bylaws is to promote fellowship, friendly competition, sociability and good sportsmanship associated with the game of golf and in accordance with the rules of the USGA and the WSCGA. Nothing in our mission statement requires a member to have a specified handicap and thus we believe the benefits of membership in the LCOM should not be different based on one’s handicap. Currently it is possible for an eighteen holer to have a handicap that is higher than a current nine holer and yet the nine holer is still restricted from participating on our Thursday playdays.  Our goal is to be one group who share the same interest in the game of golf, pay the same dues, and have the same benefits and opportunities from their membership. Merging our two groups will eliminate this disparity. Therefore our LCOM Board is recommending that any Bylaw pertaining to this issue be changed and under the authority of the Board, the Standing Rule regarding Nine Holers will be eliminated.

We realize the need to have some avenue for new golfers who want to join the LCOM and we believe we can improve upon the method of integrating new members into our organization. While it is not the responsibility of the LCOM to teach someone how to play golf, it is our responsibility to facilitate the process and make joining the LCOM as comfortable and easy as possible. 

To that end, our LCOM membership officer will make sure that new members know the policies and procedures of the LCOM, how to secure a tee time, what days we play, the events that we offer, and answer any questions. She will make certain that a current LCOM member is available to play and assist a new member with her assimilation into our group.

Additionally, the LCOM Board will be very proactive in seeing that a new golf member is introduced to our group through two ambassadors who have volunteered to meet with new members on some Tuesdays and play golf.

While some of these practices are not necessarily new, we feel certain that by increasing our focus in this area, we will encourage more members and make participation in our events even more successful.

In the end, nothing we do has to be cast in stone. If we find that making any of these changes is not serving us well, we will revisit the situation. 

We look forward to a great 2013 and are happy to volunteer our time to a great group of ladies. We also value your comments and suggestions.

We have a very busy calendar the next few months and encourage all of you to take a look and join us for some of these great events..

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RULES CHAIRMAN
RULES
For most, golf is a game that is played to be enjoyed.  It's purpose is enjoyment, relaxation and sociability.  In order to make every golfer's day better overall, it is important that all golfers become familiar with the NON-WRITTEN rules, as well as the written rules of the game. These rules govern the behavior of oneself while playing any given golf course.  Etiquette does not reflect one's score, but rather (and probably more importantly) how others perceive you on the course and eventually how willing others will be to play with you.   

The best rule of thumb is: 

 "THINK OF HOW YOU MIGHT LIKE THE PERFECT PLAYING PARTNERS TO BEHAVE, THEN BEHAVE LIKE THAT YOURSELF". 

Basically, etiquette boils down to respecting the golfers you're playing with and those who are playing behind you.

GOLF CART ETIQUETTE
1.  Drive carts with care.

2.  Never make sharp turns that may damage grass.

3.  Keep well away from tee decks, greens, and green side bunkers (at least 30 yards).

4.  Obey course rules for carts (90 degrees or cart path only)

5.  Never have more than 2 golfers in a cart.

6.  Always keep cart on the path when parking at a tee deck.

7.  When stopping at a tee deck, never park the cart ahead of the tee deck you will be hitting from unless the cart path facilitates it.

8.  When on the fairway, keep the cart behind or next to, never in front of, the golfers who have yet to hit their ball.

9.  Never move the cart when a player is making a stroke.

      10.  Obey all roped off areas and golf cart directional signs.

       11.   When parking near a green keep the cart on the path provided AND always park on the side of the green that is closest to the next tee or to the direction you will be       heading toward the next tee deck.

ON THE TEE ETIQUETTE
1.  Be totally STILL AND SILENT when others are hitting.

2.  DO NOT stand directly behind the target line.

3.  Make sure your shadow is not seen by those who are hitting.

4.  Always allow the person with the best score on the most recent hole to play first.

5.  If a divot is taken, fill with sand mixture provided or replace the divot.

6.  Clean the tee deck of broken tees.

This is the first in a series of 3 Golf Etiquette newsletters.  Even though many of us have been playing for a long time, this is always a good refresher.
