Please remember to mark the correct date and tee played on your scorecard.

A committee of LCOM members will be starting a process of re-ranking the holes on our course. Your cooperation in marking an X when a hole is not played or you pick up will assist us in this endeavor.

To further assist you the USGA’s manual clarifies this process.  “If a player does not play a hole, the score recorded for that hole for handicap purposes must be par plus any handicap strokes the player is entitled to receive on that hole. This hole score should be preceded by an “x”. Section 4-2

“A player who starts, but does not complete a hole must record the most likely score. The most likely score may not exceed the player’s ESC limit, this most likely score should be preceded by an “x”. Section 4-1

Why was Phil Mickelson assessed a penalty stroke at a recent PGA European Tour Event?

 

If you’ve played enough golf, you have probably tried it yourself.  Your ball comes to rest in a position where it is impossible to make a traditional right or left-handed stroke.  So, you try to play it from the opposite side of the ball.  This is exactly what Phil Mickelson, a left-handed player, attempted to do during the final round of the Abu Dhabi Championship recently.  He was three under par for the round through the first 12 holes when his tee shot on the par-4 13th came to rest under a bush.  In an attempt to extricate the ball on his next stroke, Mickelson played the ball right-handed, something he has done many times in the past.  Unfortunately, during this stroke, the ball bounced up and struck his club a second time.  Rule 14-4 states:  “If a player’s club strikes the ball more than once in the course of a stroke, the player must count the stroke and add a penalty stroke, making two strokes in all.”  In Phil’s case, his stroke from under the bush counted, and after including the penalty stroke, his next shot (which he again hit right-handed) was his fourth.  He went on to make a triple-bogey 7 on the hole and finished in a tie for second, one stroke behind champion Pablo Larrazabal.
